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The processes that occur when an energetic particle is stopped in superfluid helium are discussed in the context of using helium as a target material for particle detection. The calorimetric detection of quasiparticles (rotons) of the superfluid, of UV scintillation from the decay of excited-state helium atoms, and of secondary electrons has been studied using a number of radioactive sources.
